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Metra Delays: Freight Train Derailment Slows Commute
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ANTIOCH, Ill. -- Metra trains are still running behind after one car of a Canadian National Railway freight train derailed in the north suburbs Thursday morning.

 

There were no injuries when the car of freight train came off the tracks near the Antioch station, at 305 W. Depot St., about 5:45 a.m., according to Canadian National Railway police spokesman Jim Kvedaras. 

The train was carrying coal, and the rest of the train was not affected, Kvedaras said. 

There are several delays for Metra trains on the North Central line, but trains are able to get through the area, according to Metra spokesperson Patrick Waldron.

 

Metra’s Union Pacific Northwest train No. 634, scheduled to arrive in Chicago at 8:55 a.m., is running about 32 minutes behind, and North Central train No. 110 to Chicago is on the move, but is running about 55 minutes behind its scheduled arrival time into Union Station, according to the Metra Web site.. 

Crews are at the scene of the derailment, but a cause was not known as of 9 a.m.
