MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING
OF THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES
OF THE VILLAGE OF BARRINGTON
Monday, October 11, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

The Regular Meeting of the President and Board of Trustees was called to order by Village President Karen Darch at
8:14 P.M., in the Village Board Room, 200 South Hough Street, Barrington, Illinois. Pastor Steve Pugh from The
Chapel led the Pledge of Allegiance and gave the invocation.

ROLL CALL

Greg Summers, Director of Engineering and Building; Peg Blanchard, Director of Economic and Community
Development; Jerry Libit, Chief of Police; Chris Toussaint, Assistant Fire Chief; and Tony Solano, Barrington
Courier.

In compliance with the provisions of Chapter 11, “Rules for Participation in Meetings Via Electronic Means” of
Title 1, “Administration”, of the Village of Barrington Village Code, no member participated in said meeting via
electronic means.

CONSIDERATION OF MODIFICATIONS TO AGENDA
President Darch asked the Board if there were any additions, corrections or deletions to the Agenda that was
presented. None were noted.
