(Induding but not limited to Village of Barrington Ordinance No. 05-3237)

A license to operate a reffle shal be issued only to bona fide religious, charitable, labor, business,

fraternd, educationd, or veterans' organizations, that operatewithout profit to their membersand which

have been in existence continuoudy for aperiod of five (5) yearsimmediately before making application

for alicense and which have had during the entire five (5) year period abona fide membership engaged

in carrying out their objects.

No license shdl be issued to:

1. Any person who has been convicted of afeony;

2. Any person who is or has been a professona gambler or gambling promoter;

3. Any person who is not of good mora character;

4 Any firm or corporation in which a person defined in subsection B1, B2 or B3 hereof has a
proprietary, equitable, or credit interest, or in which a person is active or employed;

5. Any organization in which such aperson defined in subsection B1, B2 or B3 hereof isan officer,
director or employee, whether compensated or not;

6. Any organization inwhich aperson defined in subsection B1, B2 or B3 hereof isto participatein
the management or operation of araffle as described by State law.

An gpplication for alicense under Chapter 23 of Title 3 of the Village of Barrington Village Codeisvdid

for oneraffle only or for aspecified number of raffles to be conducted during a specified period not to

exceed one year, and such license may be suspended or revoked for any violation of said Chapter 23 or

of the Raffles Act.

Any rafflein which the aggregate vaue of the prizesisless than five hundred dollars ($500.00) shdl be

consdered automaticaly licensed without necessity of an gpplication.

Conduct of Raffles: The conducting of rafflesis subject to the following retrictions:

1. The entire net proceeds of any raffle must be exclusively devoted to the lawful purposes of the
licensee permitted to conduct that game.

2. No person except a bona fide member of the licensee organization may participate in the
management or operation of the raffle.

3. No person may receive any remuneration or profit for participating in the management or

operation of the reffle.

Raffle chances may be sold or issued only within the area or areas specified on the license.

Winning chancesmust be determined only &t thetime, date, and | ocation specified on thelicense,

6. Any person saling raffle chances must carry acopy of the license issued for the raffle.

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Reffle Limits

1. The aggregate retail vaue of dl prizes or merchandise avarded by alicensee in asingleraffle
ghdl not exceed the amount of the fiddlity bond specified in Paragraph G below.

2. Themaximum number of days during which chancesmay beissued or sold shall not exceed one
hundred eighty (180).

3. The license shdl not be vaid for more than one hundred eighty (180) days.

Reffle Manager and Bond:

1. All operation and conduct of raffles shal be under the supervision of asingle person who shdl
be designated as the raffle manager of the applicant on the license gpplication.

2. An gpplicant’ sraffle manager shdl give afiddity bond inthe sum of the aggregate retail value of
the prizes as set out on the gpplication. The bond shdl bein favor of the licensed organization
conditioned upon the raffle manager’ s honesty in the performance of hisduties. Said bond shall
providethat notice shdl begiveninwriting to thelicensang authority not lessthan thirty (30) days
prior to its cancdllation period. However, the requirement for such a fiddity bond may be
waived by a unanimous vote of the members of the licensed organization.

Records:

1 Grossreceptsfrom the operation of raffle programs shdl be segregated from other revenues of
the licensee (including bingo gross receipts, if bingo games are dso conducted by the same
licensee pursuant to licenseissued by the Department of Revenue of the State), and placed ina
separate account. Each organization shall have separate records of itsraffles. The personwho
accounts for gross receipts and expenses from the operation of raffles shall not be the same
person who accounts for other revenues of the organization.

2. Each licensee shdl keep records of gross receipts, expenses, and net proceedsfor each single
raffle at which winning chances are determined. All reasonable operating expenses deducted
from gross receipts for each single raffle shal be documented with receipts of other records
indicating the amount, a description of the purchased item or service or other reason for the
deduction, and the recipient. The distribution of net proceeds shall be itemized as to payee,
purpose, anount, and date of payment.

3. Each licensee, within thirty (30) days of theraffle, shdl report to itsmembership and totheraffle
licenang agent each of the following:

a Gross receipts generated by the conducting of the raffle;

b. Anitemized list of al reasonable operating expenses which have been deducted
from the gross receipts,

C. Net proceeds from the conducting of the raffle;

d. Anitemized lig of the distribution of the net proceeds, and

e A lig of prize winners.

4. Records required by this Section shdl be presented for three (3) years, and the organization
shdl make available for public ingpection their records relating to the operation of araffle a
reasonable times and places.

Gambling Prohibited: Nothing in Chapter 23 of Title 3 of the Village of Barrington Village Codedndl be

congrued to authorize the conducting or operating of any gambling scheme, enterprise, activity, or device

other than raffles as provided by State law.
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1. Pendties Fallureto comply with any of the requirements of Chepter 23 of Title 3 of the Village
of Barrington Village Codeshdl condtituteaviolation. \Whoever violatesany of the provisonsof
sad Chapter 23 is subject to a fine as st forth in Section 1-4-1 of the Village of Barrington
Village Code. Each day the violation continues shal be consdered a separate offense.

2. Prevention of Unlawful Raffles The imposition of the pendties as prescribed by the Village of
Barrington Village Code shdl not preclude the State's Attorney or Village Prosecutor from
indtituting gppropriate action to prevent unlawful raffles or to restrain, correct, or abate a
violation of said Chapter 23 or of the conditions of araffle license issued pursuant hereto.
