CALL TO ORDER

The Regular Meeting of the President and Board of Trustees was called to order by Village President Karen Darch at
8:12 p.m. on Monday, April 22, 2013 in the Village Board Room, 200 South Hough Street, Barrington, Illinois.
Village attorney Ed Springer led the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence was held for those in Boston and
West Texas following the two terrible tragedies that recently occurred.
