
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING 
OF THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES 

OF THE VILLAGE OF BARRINGTON 
Monday, February 24, 2014 

   
CALL TO ORDER 
The Regular Meeting of the President and Board of Trustees was called to order by Village President Karen Darch at 
8:21 P.M. on Monday, February 24, 2014 in the Village Board Room, 200 South Hough Street, Barrington, Illinois.  
Rev. Zina Jacque from The Community Church of Barrington led the Pledge of Allegiance and gave the invocation.

1. VILLAGE PRESIDENT’S REPORT 

President Darch thanked the Public Works Department for all of their hard work with this winter’s extreme 
conditions.  She noted that they have done a tremendous job.  In addition, President Darch thanked all of 
the Village residents for keeping the sidewalks clear of snow.
