The Jeffrey Pride Foundation is an
organization in which Trustee Daluga is involved with as an auxiliary board member and was created on behalf of a
little boy that passed away from pediatric cancer at age seven. The foundation was founded in an effort to raise
funds towards cancer research (specifically pediatric cancer). To date the foundation has raised over a million
