12th.  The event is called “A Warm Winter’s Night” and he noted that Jeffrey Pride was a wonderful little boy that 
passed away fifteen years ago after fighting leukemia for two years.  His parents Jim & Ann started the charitable 
foundation to raise funds that go directly to pediatric cancer research.  Trustee Daluga noted that over $1M have 
been raised and that a number of drugs have gone through clinical trials and a number of children are alive today 
that perhaps would not have been without their help.

Trustee Roberts welcomed and congratulated the new Firefighter/Paramedics.  In addition, he congratulated the new
