Fire
Chief Jim Arie led the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence was held in remembrance of Bret Vogt who
recently passed away unexpectedly. He was the son of one of the Village employees and was a Barrington High
School graduate.

VILLAGE PRESIDENT REPORT

VILLAGE STAFF REPORTS
Greg Summers, Director of Development Services, provided a report regarding the forthcoming Cook St.
and Station St. intersection improvement project and the Memorial Park paver project.

Peg Blanchard, Director of Economic Development, provided a report regarding several upcoming events
within the Village and noted that the event calendar has been mailed out to residents. Specifically, she
noted that the Barrington Art Festival will taking place during Memorial Day weekend (May 28™ & 29™)
and a new event that will be taking place will be the Summer Beer & Wine Walk (June 18™). She also
noted that Cruise Night’s will be starting June 2". Lastly, she provided an update regarding a new local
business (Neoteca — 130 S. Hough St.) and a job fair that will be forthcoming (May 20™) at Village Hall.
