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Barrington’s White House Hosts Founding 
Donors, Launches 501(3)c Foundation

In July, the Village Board reviewed and accepted the Comprehensive  
Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for the fiscal year ended December 31, 2016. 
The CAFR is the end result of the audit process and presents financial state-
ments for all of the Village’s accounting funds.

As in previous years, the 2016 audit concluded with an unmodified opinion 
from the auditor attesting that the CAFR presents the Village’s finances “fairly, in 
all material respects.”  In addition, the Village received the Government Finance 
Officers Association Award for Excellence in Financial Reporting for the 32nd 
year in a row for its 2015 CAFR.  

The Village’s Director of Finance, Jason Hayden, reported that at the end of 
2016, the Village’s Net Position, which is equal to total assets less total liabilities, 
equaled $71.2 million, with $134.1 million in total assets and $62.9 million in to-
tal liabilities.  The Village’s current assets of $33.3 million were 5.5 times greater 

On Wednesday evening, August 2, Barrington’s 
White House hosted 135 of its 210 Founding Donors 
(those who donated $1,000 and above toward the 
Capital Campaign for the restoration of the house).

These significant donors had assembled to see the 
unveiling of the Donor Wall in the main entry hall 
and tour the house. A brief program with remarks 
followed.

Village President Karen Darch thanked Campaign 
Chair Mary Smith for her leadership. She also 
thanked all the donors for their support in the effort 
to make the Barrington White House self-sustaining, 
saying, "Thanks to you, this house will always be 
seen as the community treasure that it is and never 
a burden on the tax-paying public."

Mary Smith recognized the leadership gifts from the 
extended Smith Family, Kim Duchossois, Paul and 
Barbie Hills and the Stephenson Family and all the 
donors who made the project possible.

White House Manager Beth Raseman shared that 
since 2016 and through 2017, over 15,000 people 
will have attended 314 private and cultural events 
in the house. Information was also shared on the 
creation of a 501(c)3 supporting nonprofit orga-
nization that will work to create a Reserve Fund 
to support long term capital improvements and a 

Sustainer Program to support cultural programs. Also recog-
nized were the 60 volunteers who assist in the house.

I recently had the privilege of attending two wonderful events this summer that inspired me to 

take a fresh look at many of the things we do here in Barrington and the leadership from all facets 

of our community that is required to get things done. Thanks to the generosity of the Barrington 

Area Development Council and the Barrington Area Community Foundation, in August I at-

tended the world-renowned Global Leadership Summit at Willow Creek Community Church, and 

in July I was privileged to host the Illinois Municipal League Board of Directors meeting here in 

Barrington.

At the Global Leadership Summit, I listened alongside about 100 of my fellow Barrington not-for-

profit colleagues to a number of truly inspirational speakers who spoke about ways to re-think 

some of the norms we sometimes take for granted.  Sheryl Sandberg of Facebook, Laszlo Bock of 

Google, Juliet Funt of Whitespace at Work, and many others provided engaging perspectives on 

leadership and the world of work. 

All of these individuals had one theme in common: that leadership and work today is conducted 

in a much more relationship-based way than we ever have in the past. To lead and work effec-

tively, we must treat each other kindly, we must listen to each other with empathy, and we must 

provide people with the freedom to do the work they know how to do best.

For example, when we hear a new idea proposed in our community, is our instinct to say “How?” 

or “WOW!”? Often, we get immediately stuck in the ”how” (or, the “why something can't be done”) 

before we express excitement about the "WOW" – the possibilities. When we say "WOW!" before 

"How?" we open our minds to the great things the future might hold.

Also, in our work all over the Village – whether in our businesses, our not-for-profits, or here in 

our own government – do we take a relationship - and team-oriented approach, supporting each 

other and our ideas, or do we get set in our own ways or our own agendas, turning away and 

closing our minds to the idea of a bigger vision?

In July, I had the privilege of hosting over 30 mayors and village presidents from all across Illinois 

through the Illinois Municipal League, as I am currently serving as its President. The group assem-

bled here in Barrington for a two-day conference where we shared our municipal successes, chal-

lenges, and goals.

In this environment, we discussed the challenges of municipal and community leadership and 

discussed plans to continue to address them to achieve positive outcomes for our communities.

Village Staff is “Loco-Motivated” 
to Stop Hunger
Members of the Village of Barrington Development Services staff 
recently teamed up to create a train completely from cans with 
their e-STEAM-ed colleagues from Gewalt Hamilton Associates, 
Inc. The goal was to kick hunger in the CABOOSE through the 
CANstruction project, a unique charitable event that allows con-
tributors to build structures from unopened cans and later donate 
them to local food banks.

The team’s STATION-ary structure is currently on display at the 
Chicago Merchandise Mart and is over 8 feet wide, 9 feet tall, and 
is nearly 10 feet in length. The train encompasses more than 5,000 
cans, all donated by Gewalt Hamilton Associates. 

The train design encompasses facets of Gewalt Hamilton’s engineer-
ing forte, while paying homage to Barrington’s train heritage. It joins 
23 other submissions from teams from all around Greater Chicago. 
Barrington was proud to take home the “best meal” award.

CANstruction is a nonprofit organization founded in 1992 with the 
vision to unite design and engineering through a unique and fun

medium that will improve the lives of the underprivileged.  CANstruction 
competitions are held in 150 cities worldwide; the organization works with 
over 700 food pantry locations which distributed 70 million pounds of 
food last year alone – equivalent to 160,000 meals every day.  With nearly 1 
in 6 people in Cook County going hungry, this program helps all of us get 
on track to DERAIL this epidemic!

than the Village’s current liabilities of $6.0 
million at the end of 2016.   

The General Fund, which provides the 
bulk of services such as public safety and 
street and property maintenance activi-
ties, achieved an excess of revenues over 
expenditures in 2016 of $1,502,539 before 
transferring $1.4 million to the Capital 
Improvement Fund for future infrastructure 
projects and vehicle & equipment purchas-
es. At the end of 2016, the General Fund’s 
ending Fund Balance equaled $8.6 million 
and included the equivalent of 4.15 months 
of expenditures in the Unassigned Fund 
Balance, the portion of the Fund Balance 
that can be used to meet ongoing obliga-
tions to residents and creditors.  

In terms of capital improvements, 2016 
was a moderate year of capital expenses 
because the Village was preparing for the 
significant projects that are occurring in 
2017.  The Village did make significant pur-
chases of vehicles and equipment in 2016, 
including a new ambulance.  In addition, 

the Village improved the Cook & Station 
Streets intersection, upgraded the SCADA 
system for the water and sewer mains, 
completed a Wastewater Treatment Plan 
upgrade, and reconstructed the Lift Sta-
tion #2 Forcemain.  Finally, the majority 
of the engineering and surveying work 
for the Sanitary Sewer Main Replacement 
project that is currently occurring was 
completed in 2016.  

The Village continued to improve its fi-
nancial position in 2016 by retiring 12.2% 
of the debt outstanding at the beginning 
of the year. The Village has maintained 
financial discipline during the turbulent 
economic events of the past decade by 
maintaining minimum staffing levels, 
controlling operating expenses, and con-
tinuing to provide services as efficiently 
as possible. The austerity in expenses, 
combined with improving revenues, have 
produced multiple years of solid financial 
results for the Village and have contrib-
uted to its positive financial position.

Elected Officials and staff members from each department are trained 
to the level required by Homeland Security for their particular posi-
tion in the organization. This effort is continuous and has enhanced 
collaboration between departments to reach Village goals to protect 
the community. 

As part of our communication and safety efforts, a monthly test of the 
Village of Barrington early warning systems have been established, 
including: tornado siren testing (first Tuesday of the month at 10:00 
a.m.), social media, Blackboard Connect Reverse 9-1-1, and Cable 
Channel 4.  To get timely alerts on local news, emergency bulletins, or 
crime alerts from the Village’s reverse 9-1-1 system, please visit www.
barrington-il.gov where you will have the ability to set your prefer-
ences and enter email or text numbers, as desired.  

Residents are reminded to review their individual family preparations 
by visiting www.ready.gov to prepare, plan, and stay informed. A few 
minutes of preparation now is insurance that your family will be bet-
ter protected throughout the year. 

The Barrington Police and Fire Departments are holding their annual 
open house on October 7, 2017 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon allowing 
residents the opportunity to learn about the services and the equip-
ment used to protect the community.

Make Your Home the Solution to 
Stormwater Pollution!
As stormwater flows over driveways, lawns, and sidewalks, it picks up 
debris, chemicals, and other pollutants. Stormwater can flow into a 
storm sewer system or directly into a lake, stream, river, or wetland. 
Anything that enters a storm sewer system is discharged untreated 
into the bodies of water we use for swimming and providing drinking 
water. Polluted runoff is the nation’s greatest threat to clean water.

By adopting healthy household habits, homeowners can keep com-
mon pollutants like pesticides, pet waste, and automotive fluids off 
the ground and out of stormwater and help protect lakes, streams, 
and wetlands. For example, when walking your pet, remember to pick 
up the waste and flush it, if possible. Leaving pet waste on the ground 
increases public health risks by allowing harmful bacteria to wash into 
the storm drain and eventually into local bodies of water.  For more 
information, visit the Village’s website at www.barrington-il.gov.

Please have all the material out to the 
curb by 7:00 a.m. on your designated Monday morning. Stack 
branches neatly in a long, low pile on the parkway, with the cut end 
facing the curb.  Please note that Public Works crews cannot pick up 
material on private property, and the Chipper will make only ONE 
pass through your neighborhood.  

Branches may be up to 10” in diameter and at least 4’ in length.  
The following items cannot be picked up:  root balls and stumps; 
building materials; anything with nails, wire or bolts; any materials 
placed in a box or garbage can; grass; leaves; or any materials other 
than wooded branch materials.  Remember to utilize your Groot 
yard waste tote throughout the season.
