
319 S. Cook Street – Contributing 

 
 
ARC 02-22 – construction of a new single family home and detached garage.  New single family 
home is Noncontributing. 
 
At this location is a two-story, frame, gabled ell Folk dwelling built ca. 1862 according to the 
plaque on the house.  The dwelling has a continuous rock-faced concrete block foundation, a 
gable roof of asphalt shingles, an interior brick chimney and an exterior of vinyl siding.  The 
main façade has a ca. 1930, flat roof sun porch with a projecting gable over the entry, an 
original eight-light and single-wood panel door, three-light casement windows and a 
weatherboard skirt wall.  The main entrance has an original, single-arched-light and two-panel 
door.  Windows are ca. 1980, one-over-one double hung vinyl sash.  Over the door and 
windows is original label molding with drop pendants.  The projecting bay on the main façade 
has an original bay with a single-light fixed window flanked by two-over-two red tinted lights.  
The bay window is supported by scrolled brackets and has a pent roof.  On the south façade is 
a flat roof bay window with three original, single-light fixed windows.  On the rear façade is a ca. 
1980, two and one-half-story, frame wing with one-over-one sash windows. 
 
To the rear of the dwelling is a two-bay, frame, 
garage with a front gable roof of asphalt shingles, 
an exterior of vinyl siding two, ca. 1980, overhead 
metal panel track doors.  A rectangular louvered 
vent is located in the gable field.  Noncontributing
