
545 S. Cook Street – Contributing 

 
 
At this location is a one-and one-half-story gabled ell Craftsman dwelling built ca. 1920.  The 
house has a continuous poured concrete foundation, a gable roof of asphalt shingles, an interior 
brick chimney and an exterior of wood shingles.  On the main (W) façade is an original, partial-
width projecting gable roof porch with square wood shingled columns and a shingled skirt wall.  
The main entrance retains its original single-light Craftsman-style door.  Windows are original, 
one-over-one double hung wood sash with wood surrounds.  At the eaves are knee brace 
brackets.  In the gable field of the porch is a triple set of single-light fixed windows with wood 
surrounds.  The central light has been replaced with a louvered vent.  On the main façade is a 
large picture window with a central one-over-one double hung wood sash window with flaking 
four-light fixed windows with wood surrounds. 
  
To the rear of the dwelling is a ca. 1970, frame, single-bay garage with an exterior of wood 
shingles, a front gable roof of asphalt shingles and a metal panel overhead track door.  
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
