
115 Dundee Avenue – Contributing 

 
At this location is a two-story, frame, gabled ell Folk dwelling built ca. 1910.  The house has a 
continuous concrete block and stucco foundation, a gabled roof of asphalt shingles, an interior 
central brick chimney and an exterior of aluminum siding.  On the main (W) façade is a shed 
roof porch enclosed with vinyl siding and one-over-one double hung wood sash windows.  The 
main entrance to the porch has brick steps and wrought iron handrails and has a single-light 
glass and wood door with an aluminum storm door.  Leading into the house from the porch is an 
original, glass and wood door.  Windows are original, one-over-one double hung wood sash with 
simple corniced wood surrounds and flanking wood shutters.  At the basement level are original, 
three-light awning wood windows.
