
118 Dundee Avenue – Contributing 

 
At this location is a two-story, rectangular American Foursquare dwelling built ca. 1915.  The 
house has a continuous brick foundation, a hipped roof of asphalt shingles, an interior central 
brick flue and an exterior of weatherboard siding.  On the main (E) façade is a full-width, hipped 
roof porch enclosed with vinyl siding, one-over-one double hung vinyl sash windows, wood 
stairs and a spindle railing.  The exterior door has an original, two-light etched glass and two-
wood panel door.  Windows are one-over-one wood sash with wood surrounds and are sited 
asymmetrically on the side facades.  On the main façade is a gable dormer with a fixed three-
light window.  On the rear façade is a hipped roof porch enclosed with vinyl siding and one-over-
one double hung wood sash windows and a large wood deck with wood rails and lattice panels.  
 

At the rear is a ca. 1945, two-bay garage with a hipped 
roof, vinyl siding and two, ca. 1970 twenty-panel metal 
overhead track doors.
