108 E. Hillside Avenue - Contributing

Located at 108 E. Hillside Avenue is a two-story, gabled-ell Folk dwelling built ca. 1883. The
house was constructed in a gable ell form and has a brick foundatlon a gable roof of asphalt
shingles, an interior brick chimney and an exterior of T 22

vinyl siding. On the main (S) facade is a one-story
enclosed entry bay with a ca. 1910, four-light and four-
wood panel door and two, original, narrow-width,
single-light sidelights. The entrance leads to a small
wooden landing with a ca. 1980 wooden railing.
Above the entrance bay the roofline has a matching
wooden railing and square wood posts and balusters.
On the main fagade’s roofline is a gable roof wall
dormer with an original, six-over-six double hung wood
sash window. Both the dormer and the front facing
gable fields have decorative vergeboard and rounded
shingles. Windows in the dwelling are six-over-one and six-over-six vinyl sash designs. On the
west elevation is an exterior chimney encased in vinyl siding.

At the rear is a ca. 1990, two-bay, frame garage with an exterior of vinyl siding and two, sixteen
wood panel and four, four-section-light overhead track doors. Noncontributing
