
118 E. Hillside Avenue – Contributing 

 
 
At this location is a ca. 1869 house, according to the sign on the outside, however there is no 
indication of that date, as the house was extensively remodeled ca. 1990. 
  
The house is a two-story, frame, gable front dwelling with an 
asphalt shingle roof, a concrete block and poured concrete 
foundation, a newly built or rebuilt brick chimney and an exterior of 
new weatherboard siding.  A small shed roof lateral addition has 
been added to the west elevation and has a large picture window 
and single-light fixed windows.  A recently constructed garage is 
to the west of the dwelling and appears to be attached.  The main 
façade has an added bay window and ca. 1990, one-over-one 
double hung vinyl sash and original, three-over-one vertical-light 
double hung wood sash windows.  A small entry bay has been 
added to the main and east façade with a ca. 1990, glass and wood door.  Large shed roof and 
gable roof extensions have been added to the east elevation.  This elevation also has a newly 
constructed wood deck.  The garage, if considered a separate structure, is Non-contributing.
