
400 S. Grove Avenue – Contributing 

 
 
At this location is a one-and one-half-story side-gabled Craftsman dwelling built ca. 1930.  The 
house has a side gable roof of asphalt shingle with exposed roof rafters and a stucco exterior 
and foundation.  On the main (E) façade is a gable roof entry porch with square wood posts and 
a wood railing.  The main entrance has an original glass and wood door with a large diamond-
pattern.  At the roofline on the main façade is a large gable roof dormer with four sets of paired 
single-light casement windows.  Also on the main façade is a small one-story gable roof bay that 
serves as a sunroom with single-light windows with four-vertical light transoms and a fifteen-light 
glass and wood door on the south facade.  Other windows in the house are multi-diamond light 
designs.  A small gable roof original wing extends to the south elevation. 
  
To the rear of the dwelling is a ca. 1985, frame, single-bay garage with a gable roof of asphalt 
shingles with exposed roof rafters, diamond-pattern single-light fixed windows and an eight-light 
and twenty-four wood panel overhead track door.  Knee brace brackets are located in the gable 
fields.
