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At this location is a one- and one-half-story, gabled ell Folk dwelling built ca. 1890. The house
has an ashlar-faced concrete block foundation, a multi-gabled roof of asphalt shingles, an
exterior end vinyl-clad chimney, an interior flue and an exterior of vinyl siding. On the main (W)
facade is a gable roof porch enclosed ca. 1965 with a triple set of one-over-one double hung
vinyl sash windows. The main entrance has a ca. 1990, nine-light glass and aluminum door
with the original single-light and two-panel wood door acting as the exterior storm door.
Windows on the main section of the dwelling are one-over-one wood sash and one-over-one
vinyl sash, some with corniced wood lintels and flanking vinyl shutters. Also on the main fagade
is a ca. 1990, wood patio and wood pergola entry. On the east (rear) facade is a ca. 1985, large
shed roof addition with a poured concrete foundation, vinyl siding and one-over-one double
hung vinyl sash windows.

At the rear of the dwelling is a ca. 1970, two-bay
garage with a side gable roof of asphalt shingles,
six-light fixed windows and a metal and a wood
panel overhead track door.
