
637 S. Grove Avenue – Contributing 

 
 
Located at 637 S. Grove Avenue is a two-story, frame rectangular Craftsman-style dwelling built 
ca. 1920.  The house has a hipped roof of asphalt shingles with large eaves and exposed 
rafters, an exterior of original stucco and an interior central brick chimney.  On the main (W) 
façade is a hipped roof partial-width, enclosed porch with large eaves, exposed roof rafters and 
a set of six, three-over-one vertical-light sash windows.  The main entrance is obscured but the 
exterior door is of multi-light glass and wood design with aluminum and glass storm door with 
flanking shutters.  Other windows in the dwelling are four-over-one vertical-light sash windows.  
On the south façade is a hipped roof bay with a triple set of original windows and exposed roof 
rafters.  At the basement level are original awning style windows.  
 
To the rear of the dwelling is a ca. 1970, frame, single-bay garage with an exterior 
weatherboard siding, a hipped roof of asphalt shingles and no visible door.  Noncontributing
