
627 S. Hough Street – Contributing 

 
 
At this location is a one-and one-half-story side-gabled Colonial Revival-influenced Folk dwelling 
built ca. 1930.  The house has a continuous poured concrete foundation, a gable roof of asphalt 
shingles, an interior brick chimney and an exterior of vinyl siding.  The main entrance retains its 
original nine-light and wood panel door.  Windows are original, six-over-six rectangular double 
hung wood sash.  On the roofline of the main façade are two, gable roof dormers each with a 
single, six-over-six double hung wood sash window.  On the north façade is an original single 
bay garage with six-light and six-wood panel hinged double doors.  
 
Located behind 627 South Hough Street is an original gable front Folk guest house with a 
clipped gable roof of asphalt shingles, a stucco exterior, six-light casement windows with wood 
surrounds and a ca. 1980, solid wood door.  Contributing
