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This is a two-story originally rectangular Folk dwelling built ca. 1915 and appears to have been
extensively remodeled, with a rebuilt porch and some new windows but the remodeling is in
keeping with the house’s original character. The house has a hipped roof of asphalt shingles
with projecting gable bays, a central interior chimney with a stucco exterior and an original
exterior of stucco. On the main (N) is an original shed roof porch with a central gable above the
main entrance and a ca. 1970, wraparound section on the west elevation. The porch has
replacement Tuscan columns, a ca. 2000 wood railing, new wood floor and tongue and groove
ceiling. The main entrance retains its original, four-vertical- light glass and wood door.
Windows in the dwelling are both original and reproduction four-over-one and five-over-one
vertical-light double hung wood sash. On the east elevation is a bay window on the first floor.
The dwelling has a ca. 1970, large, two-story gable roof addition on the rear elevation with an
exterior wall chimney. Located to the rear of the dwelling is a rebuilt frame garage.
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
