222 W. Lincoln Avenue — Contributing

Located at 222 W. Lincoln Avenue is a one- and one-half-story gabled-ell Folk dwelling with
Craftsman influences, built ca. 1880. The house was enlarged ca. 1920 with an added rear two-
story addition with a concrete and cobblestone chimney. The house has a stucco-covered brick
foundation, a gable roof of asphalt shingles, an interior concrete and cobblestone chimney and
an exterior of weatherboard siding. On the main (S) facade is an original hipped roof porch
enclosed ca. 1920 to become a sun porch with weatherboard siding, wood steps, a Craftsman
style, multi-light glass and wood door with multi-light glass p‘ -

and wood panel sidelights and one-over-one double hung
wood sash windows. The interior main entrance retains its
original, single-light glass and wood door. Windows are ca.
1990, one-over-one and six-over-six vinyl clad double hung
sash with original wood cornice surrounds. On the first floor
of the projecting bay is a ca. 1990, hipped roof bay window
supported by wood brackets. Above the porch on the main
facade is a set of four, short, four-light fixed windows and
another single, four-light fixed window at the southwest
corner.

Located to the rear of the dwelling is an original, two-story,
frame, carriage house remodeled ca. 1930 into a garage.
The building has a gable roof of asphalt shingles, an exterior
of shiplap siding and a replacement overhead track garage
door.
