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Located at 238 W. Lincoln Avenue is a two-story gabled ell Folk Victorian dwelling built ca.
1880. The house has a gable roof of asphalt shingles, an interior brick chimney, a brick
foundation and exterior of aluminum siding which replaced the ca. 1950 stucco finish. On the
main (S) and east facades is a one-story wraparound porch with original milled columns, wood
fan brackets, a spindled frieze and milled wood railing. The main entrance retains its original,
oval-light, stained glass and wood-panel door. Windows are both original, double hung one-
over-one wood sash and ca. 1990, one-over-one vinyl sash; all with wood surrounds. Also on
the east facade is a one-story bay window with original, recessed wood panels, vergeboard
wood brackets and three, one-over-one double hung wood sash windows. On the second story,
the windows have original, pedimented
wood cornices. On the east fagcade is a ca.
1990, one-story, lateral addition with an
exterior of weatherboard siding, a side gable
roof, one-over-one double hung vinyl sash
windows, a continuous brick foundation and
an exterior wall brick chimney.

Located to the rear of the dwelling is a ca.
1970, two-bay, frame garage with an '
exterior of aluminum siding, a side gable
roof of asphalt shingles and two, sixteen-
wood panel overhead track doors.
