
212 W. Main Street – Contributing 

 
 
Located at 212 W. Main Street is a two-and one-half-story gable front Folk dwelling with 
Italianate influence built in 1889 by the Gilbert Applebee family.  The house is now used by the 
Barrington Area Historical Society.  The house has a continuous brick foundation, a gable roof 
of asphalt shingles, an interior brick chimney and an exterior of weatherboard siding.  On the 
main (S) and east facades is a hipped roof, wraparound porch with milled wood posts, brackets 
and valence with drop pendants supported by a wood floor on brick piers.  The first story of the 
south elevation has a large bay window with a triple set of six-over-six double hung wood sash 
windows flanked by same.  The main entrance is located on the east elevation and retains its 
original single-light glass and wood door.  Both the windows and doors have decorative 
bracketed cornices with dentils and small drop pendants.  In the half-story on the south 
elevation is a six-over-six double hung wood sash window with a gabled cornice with similar 
detailing as the other windows in the dwelling.  The rear elevation has an original one-and one-
half-story gable wing.
