
134 W. Russell Street – Contributing 

 
 
Located at 134 W. Russell Street is a one- and one-half-story side-gabled Craftsman dwelling 
built ca. 1920.  The dwelling has a side gable roof of asphalt shingles with exposed roof rafters, 
an original, stucco-covered exterior and continuous foundation and an exterior end brick 
chimney.  On the main (S) façade is a full-width, shed roof porch with large tapered columns 
covered with stucco and enclosed with screen panels set in wood frames.  The main entrance 
retains its original, four-vertical-light glass and wood panel door.  Adjacent to the main entrance 
is a secondary entrance leading to the porch with paired, multi-light glass and wood French 
doors.  Windows are original, one-over-one double hung wood sash and eight-light wood 
casement designs.  At the roofline of the main (S) façade is a large gable dormer with a triple 
set of fixed, twelve-light attic windows and exposed roof rafters.  On the east elevation is an 
original, small shed roof entry bay with an original single-light glass and wood door. 
 
To the rear of the dwelling is a ca. 1940, 
one-bay, frame garage with a front gable 
roof of asphalt shingles, a stucco-covered 
exterior and a ca. 1990, overhead track 
metal door.
