
234 W. Station Street – Noncontributing  

 
 
Located at 234 W. Station Street is a one-story side-gabled Colonial Revival-style dwelling built 
ca. 1945.  The house has a continuous poured concrete foundation, a gable roof of asphalt 
shingles, an interior brick chimney and an exterior of aluminum siding.  On the main (S) façade 
is a gable roof entry porch with original, square wood posts, an arched opening and a square 
wood baluster railing.  The main entrance retains its original glass and wood door.  Windows are 
original, rectangular, six-over-six double hung wood sash.  On the main façade is a hipped roof 
bay window with a three-over-nine central window with a wood panel transom flanked by two-
over-three double hung wood sash windows.  On the west façade is an original lateral wing.  
 
At the rear is a ca. 1970 front gable roof frame garage.  Noncontributing
