Arbor Day
April 24, 2015

WHEREAS, the Village of Barrington has been recognized as a Tree City U.S.A. by the
National Arbor Day Foundation and desires to continue its planting way; and

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Illinois has adopted an act designating Arbor Day
and by that act has designated the last Friday in April as the Official Recognition of Arbor Day in
Illinois; and

WHEREAS, it is the purpose of this day throughout the United States to encourage the
planting and maintenance of shade and forest trees and to encourage the protection of the vital
natural resource from the scourge of fires, insects, and diseases that destroy the beauty and

FURTHER, declare the Week of April 19 to April 25, 2015, as Tree Care Week in Barrington
and urge all citizens able to do so observe this time by the planting of one or more trees on their
property and supporting the efforts of the Barrington Public Works Department in an ongoing
maintenance program conducted by the Village.
